TEACHING EXPERIENCE

N.Y.U. SCHOOL FOR CONTINUING PROFESSIONAL STUDIES:

Voice & Movement:  A course in the discovery of character; focusing on the 
development of vocal choices, placement & dialects and how to utilize the body to express and depict character.
