Narrative Resume--David DeBlieck
Education/Performance: David DeBlieck received his B.A. in Theatre Arts from Augsburg College in 1988 and his M.F.A. in Dance from the University of Hawaii in 1997. Mr. DeBlieck has worked for over 20 years as a performing artist including 4 years with the Nancy Hauser Dance Company in Minneapolis and 9 years with the avant-garde IONA Contemporary Dance Theatre in Honolulu, HI. He also performed in Hawaii with Betty Jones and Fritz Ludin, Betsy Fisher, Hawaii Ballet Theatre, Hawaii Opera Theatre, Tau Dance Theatre and in the choreography of Hanya Holm, Doris Humphrey and Shapiro and Smith. In addition to extensive training in modern dance and butoh, David has studied aerial dance with Cirque du Soleil alum, Elsie Smith. David received a Jerome Foundation Travel & Study grant to further his butoh training with Maureen Fleming in New York and his aerial training with Nimble Arts in Vermont. Since returning to his homeland of MN in 2001, David has performed with Patrick Scully, Hijack, Gerry Girouard, Sharon Varosch, MN Dance Ensemble, Pioneer Place and with his own company, Wicked Sister Dance Theatre. Most recently, David performed as Damon Shaw in the world premiere of Colossal with Mixed Blood Theatre, selected as the top theatre production of 2014 by the Minneapolis Star Tribune, City Pages and Lavendar Magazine. He is a recipient of an Artist Initiative grant from the MN State Arts Board and an Individual Artist Award from the Central MN Arts Board.
Wicked Sister Dance Theatre/Choreography: In 2002, David founded Wicked Sister Dance Theatre. Under his artistic direction, the collective has presented new works that draw inspiration form modern dance, butoh, aerial and floor-based acrobatics. The company has presented Summer Splash at Red Eye (2003), Phantasmagoria at Intermedia Arts (2005), Musclescapes at Red Eye (2005), Acromancia at Old Arizona featuring guest aerialist Elsie Smith (2006), Lurid Thoughts & Lucid Visions at Red Eye with live music by Dreamland Faces  (2007), Dancing Between Earth & Sky at Pioneer Place in St Cloud (2008), Inhabiting Earth at Red Eye featuring 30 performers ranging in age from 7-63 and live music by Eric Mayson (2009) and Dancing Madly Asking at the Paramount Theater in St Cloud in collaboration with MN Dance Ensemble (2010). In 2011 and 2013, WSDT and DeBlieck produced Dancing with Many Voices, a production celebrating the cultural and artistic diversity of St Cloud dance artists.
In addition to WSDT, David's choreography has been featured in theatre and dance productions with Mixed Blood, Red Eye, Theatre L’Homme Dieu, GREAT Theatre, Augsburg College, the College of St Benedict, St Cloud State University, St John’s Preparatory Academy and the St John’s Boys’ Choir.
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Teaching/Administration: Mr. DeBlieck’s teaching credits include faculty lecturer at the University of Hawaii (1995-1997), where he taught courses in modern dance technique and advanced Labanotation, Augsburg College (2005-2015) where he taught Creative Drama, Introduction to Theatre, Dance for Musical Theatre and Introduction to Dance, and at St Cloud State University (2009-2015) where he taught dance composition and global dance perspectives. David currently holds the position of Assistant Professor of Dance in the Theater Department at the College of St Benedict & St John’s University. Since 2010, David has conducted numerous workshops and residencies in the community through the Paramount Center for the Arts, including participation as a lead artist in the Growing Artful program funded by Aroha Philanthropies. Growing Artful has provided the opportunity for David to design and conduct intensive dance workshops with three senior facilities, and direct a performance by an ensemble of senior dancers as part of the Dancing with Many Voices production with GREAT Theater. David has been a member of the St Cloud Arts Commission since 2006 and currently serves on the Paramount’s Board of Directors and Education and Outreach Committee.
